COSTANTINOS SVOLOPOULOS: The Repercussions of the German Invasion of the
Balkans on the development of Operation Barbarossa in the light of the secret
Robinson Report

Based on archival material and bibliography, in particular on the
Robertson report, this paper systematically addresses the crucial question of
the delay of the Barbarossa operation of June 1941. The crucial question
concerns the causes of the delay: Was it actually the consequence of adverse
logistical or weather problems, or did it reflect the strategic imperative of
overriding in advance of the Barbarossa operation the resistance of Greece
and Yugoslavia, aided by the British in the Balkans? The firm conclusion of
the paper, derived from extensive research of archival material, research
papers and memoirs written by the political and military planners of the
campaigns, is that the five-month delay, which proved critically important for
the outcome of the German campaign against Russia, reflected directly the
strategic necessity, perceived by the German war planners, to eliminate in
advance of the Wehrmacht’s Russian campaign the Balkan front, which had
the potential to undercut the German effort in its rear.
