This paper examines the role played by the House of Commons as regards
the question of famine and relief for Greece during the Axis occupation of 1941-
44. In particular, it examines the parliamentary questions submitted in the
Commons between August 1941 and October 1944, looking at the questions, the
MPs who submitted them and the answers given. The examination of the interest
shown by Parliament and its effects, allows the emergence of some interesting
aspects, not only pertaining to wartime Greece, but also as regards the special
wartime relationship of the British Government and the House of Commons.
